Banned books have become
an increasingly hot topic, as of
lately. If you haven’t caught
the news in the last month or
so, here is a short recap of
what you’ve missed: The
school board in Republic, MO.
banned two books from all of their public school librar-
ies. Those books are Slaughterhouse Five by Kurt Von-
negut and Twenty Boy Summer by Sarah Ockler. The
students of the Republic school district had to have
parental permission to read the books in question. The
school board has eased up on the ban by putting the
books back in the library but students still have to have
permission to check them out.

Last week, the Springfield-Greene County Li-
brary District participated in a Banned Books Week,
celebrating banned books from through the ages; the
Harry Potter series by J.K. Rowling, To Kill a Mockingbird
by Harper Lee, and The Catcher in the Rye by JD Salin-
ger, are just a few of the multitude of popular books on
the list of the Most Frequently Challenged Books from
the American Library Association. During Banned Books
Week, author Sarah Ockler (of Twenty Boy Summer,
mentioned above) flew here to Springfield to partici-
pate in our local festivities. As a comeback to the Re-
public school book ban, the Vonnegut Memorial Library
Foundation gave 150 copies of Slaughterhouse Five to
Republic school students who asked for one.
