	Mini Lesson:

Session 1-Ask students if they know where to get information.   Discuss possible places-books, computers, experts, video or DVD, brain.   Explain they they are going to use their brain what is called prior knowledge to fill out a chart. 
Session 2-Review with students possible place to obtain information.   Show previously filled out T-chart and review it. 

	Guided Practice: Session 1-Have students give you suggestions about their prior knowledge on the animal chosen.   Write that on the T-chart under KNOW.  Then read the animal book.  Have them give you new information they gained from the book and put it on the T-chart under LEARNED. 
Session 2-Move all information from previous T-chart to new chart under Know.   Explain to students that now we have all this information about what we knew last week plus what we learned from the book last week as prior knowledge.  Show short video on same animal. 
Have students suggest new information to put on new T-Chart under LEARNED.



	Independent Practice:  (Classroom teacher/librarian collaboration)
