	Sources:  (Materials needed)
· Livingstone Mouse by Pamela Duncan Edwards or another book where variety of senses are used as source to engage and extract information.


	Mini Lesson:

“Where does learning take place?” Brain.  To learn, information must get into brain.  Only 5 ways or sources of letting information into the brain.  You learned about them in kindergarten and first grade.  “Can you name the five sources?”  taste, touch, smell, see, & hear.  What about talking?  Is that a sense that helps us let information into our brain so we can learn?  No  If you are using information, engaging, you must be using one of the senses to let information into the brain.

	Guided Practice:

· Pose question: “Which sense is Livingstone using as a source in each situation?”

· Read Livingstone Mouse.  After each episode where he is engaged and extracts information have students identify which sense was used.  i.e. tennis shoe, sense of smell; tobasco sauce, sense of taste.


	Independent Practice:  (Classroom teacher/librarian collaboration)  

Possible Ideas/Suggestions

	Assessment:

· Prior to the lesson:  Pose situations to students and have them jot down answers on “think pad” sheets, aka sticky notes.  Teacher do quick check and give each child green dot and tell them where to place it on consensogram.  
· Situations:  Jerimiah…

Jerimiah…    

1. --reads a story in a book. (eyes…seeing)

2. --grabs a stuffed animal and hugs it. (fingers…touching)

3. --eats his first bite of ice cream. (mouth…tastes)

4. Jerimiah’s principal rings a bell announcing the start of the school day.  (ears…hears)

5. Jerimiah’s teacher pops popcorn in the classroom for a class party. (nose…smells; eyes…sees; ears…hears)

6. Jerimiah tells his mother about the popcorn party (neither…he is not taking in information!!)

· After the lesson and guided practice:  Again pose situations to students and have them jot down answers on “think pad” sheets, aka sticky notes.  Have students check the “think pad” sheets and post how many they got correct.  Use different color dot and post on consensogram.  May want to mix up order of situations.
