Horsepower: The Wonder of Draft Horses by Cris Peterson or a nonfiction book of your choice.
Write Source student book

	Mini Lesson:

A.  Introuduce parts of a nonfiction book report as described in the Write Source.  Each student needs a copy of the student edition of Write Source This includes the parts of a book report and an example of a book report. 
1. Beginning – The beginning tells the title and author of the book what the book is about.

2. Middle – The middle tells about facts you learned from the book (name at least 3).

3. Ending – The ending tells why others should read the book.

B.  Read the book Horsepower: The Wonder of Draft Horses to students.  Model writing a book review by showing/reading a book review for Horsepower: The Wonder of Draft Horses that you’ve written (example attached).  

	Guided Practice:

Ask students to evaluate the report to see if it contains the 3 parts of a book report and to identify the parts.  Compare the nonfiction review with the fiction review written earlier.

	Independent Practice:  (Classroom teacher/librarian collaboration)

Possible Ideas/Suggestions:

Students will write a nonfiction book report for a book they recently read in collaboration with the classroom teacher.
