	Specific goal (i.e. Identify possible types of information sources (CA, TECH, SS, LMC).  Dictionary)
--Identify possible types of information sources (CA, TECH, SS, LMC)—encyclopeida
--Locate information in sources (CA, TECH, LMC)

	Sources:  (Materials needed)
· One dictionary
· One encyclopedia to share with students

· Encyclopedias for student use (one or two sets of Student Discovery encyclopedias)

· Names of people to look up in encyclopedia written on cards.  Space or blank card to write info located.  
Optional:  chart to post cards with names and info.

	Mini Lesson:

· Introduce topic students need information about, i.e. famous African Americans, famous Missourians, etc.  Ask, “What source could we use?”  Would a dictionary be a good source?  Because another goal in 3rd grade is to become familiar with encyclopedia let’s use that.
· Ask students to state what they know about dictionaries.  Create a t-chart.  Then make connections to encyclopedia:  arranged abc order, entry words in bold, use guide words to 
· locate information, and has information about a lot of different words or subjects.  Contrast:  Instead of a little information (paragraph) it has a lot (pages), not just definition.
Model using guide word to look up

	Guided Practice:

Students working in pairs:
· Pick up card or cards with name and blank for information if desired.  Record information on same or separate card and post on chart.
· Repeat process until all names have been researched.  Have students keep track of how many names they find.

	Independent Practice:  (Classroom teacher/librarian collaboration)

Possible Ideas/Suggestions:  Famous African American reports, Animal reports

	Assessment:

· Students track how many names they locate.  
· Create a chart with five, ten, fifteen, etc.  Have students at each table  tally number of names they found and come write on white board.  Total and put green dot on chart.  

· Optional:  Before activity, set goal of how many names students should be able to find during the time alloted for searching.  Could time one student finding name at very beginning of lesson and then mathematically figure out how many you should be able to find or as students enter assign them each to locate a person and determine how many were found during the allowed time.  Set as class goal.  

· Follow-up:  discuss scanning and locating names using guide words.  After sharing tips and strategies, repeat process and compare to orginal class goal and performance.
