	Specific Goal or Objective: (i.e. Identify possible types of information sources (CA, TECH, SS, LMC)—Dictionary)

Use online catalog to search by author, title, or subject to locate sources (TECH, LMC).  The students will use the online catalog to search for a book by author, title and subject.



	Sources:  (Materials needed)

Computers with Internet access

book jackets or index cards with pictures of book on them that have the title and author printed on them.  I cut up the old Caldecott poster and glue the pictures of the books onto index cards and laminate them.



	Mini Lesson:

Ask students to tell you all the ways they could find a book that they wanted in the library.  Discuss the possibilities and tell them that today you will show them how to search using the online catalog.

Model for students how to access SchoolCat.  Click on the search box to show the drop down menu.  Discuss that there are seven different choices to search, but today we are going to focus on searching by title and author.  Type in the title of a book and click on search.  Discuss the browsing results and which one they should choose.  Click on the title of book to take you to the holdings screen.  Discuss the holdings screen.

Repeat the steps for an author search and subject search if time permits.


	Guided Practice:

Give students a book jacket and or index card with a book title and author listed on it.  Let the students work together with a partner.  One could look up the book by title and the other can look it up by author.



	Independent Practice:  (Classroom teacher/librarian collaboration)

Possible Ideas/Suggestions:

Leave the index cards or book jackets out for students to practice with during library times.

	Assessment:

Have students go to shelf to locate their book.  They can just slide their bookjacket or index card next to the book or where the book would be on the shelf.
