	Specific Goal or Objective: (i.e. Identify possible types of information sources (CA, TECH, SS, LMC)—Dictionary)

Identify possible types of information sources (CA, TECH, SS, LMC)  The students will use prior knowledge to verbalize what they know.  The students will use information found in non-fiction books and fiction books to make text to text connections.



	Sources:  (Materials needed)

a fiction book that has an animal as a main character

a non-fiction book about that animal main character



	Mini Lesson:

Ask students if they know what non-fiction means, and then if they know what fiction means.  The definitions I use are fiction means made-up and non-fiction means not made up.  I hold up the books and ask the students to look at the cover of both books.  What clues can you see on the cover of each book to tell you which one might be fiction and which one would be non-fiction?  Ask what do you think you would find in the fiction book, then ask what would you find in the non-fiction book.  Write down the facts that they already know about the animal.

Read the books.  



	Guided Practice:

After reading ask the students to tell you one fact they learned and which book they learned it from.

	Assessment:  Look at the list of facts that the students knew before reading the book and ask what new facts they learned from each book.
