Using a story showing example of book care and what could go wrong if not using book care.
How to turn pages correctly to help take care of books.



	Sources:  (Materials needed)
“Ben’s Book” by Alan Baker
 Use books from the shelf in the library.

	Mini Lesson:

Read story. Shows trying to fix a smudge on a book the wrong way and what can happen.
Discuss this and other ways to take care of a book.

Pass out books to students.  Demonstrate how to turn pages of a book and where hands are placed.  Then go around the room watching and observing.  Reward with a sticker if they can do this.  Explain and show examples of how pages can tear scooting the pages or turning to fast. (Get some older books to show this or some held back for examples.)



	Guided Practice:

Help each student to turn pages and place hands until they can do it on their own.


	Independent Practice:  (Classroom teacher/librarian collaboration)

Possible Ideas/Suggestions:

Each week reward the students that remember to turn pages the right way on their own.
Then can remind the others.

	Assessment:

Asking class to show me how to turn pages and noting how many remember and how many did not remember.
