**Please do not use the passing lane to pick up your children. We have had some people pulling in from
Broadway and stopping in the passing lane and having their child get in the car from there.

**We have had a few issues with students walking across the parking lot to meet parents who have
parked there to wait for their child in the car. You may meet them at the front doors and walk across with
them to your cat. The parking lot is very busy after school and it is not safe for the students to walk in the
parking lot alone.
