Dear Parents and Students, 


The 2010-2011 school year is fast approaching and the Viking staff have been working hard to provide a great start for the upcoming school year. This letter includes important information, so please take time to read.  We hope the information provided in this letter will answer your questions, but please don’t hesitate to call the school for clarification or additional information (523-9200).

As some of you may know, Parkview is back in construction mode.  We are excited to announce that we will be getting a new roof over our old section of the building, which will fix both the leaks and improve the cosmetic appearance of the exterior.  This construction will cause minimal problems for you, but please keep in mind that there will be some equipment trucks, materials, and workers on–sight through late August.  Secondly, we are in the process of getting new lighting at JFK stadium.  We ask that everyone avoid the stadium area through August to allow for equipment, trucks, and workers to access that sight as well.

And last, you will notice construction taking place to the North of our campus in the Fassnight Park area.  The timeline of this construction is difficult to determine, because much of the work depends on a dry creek.  The results of this construction will cause significant disruptions in accessing the high school from the North.  Please consider that S. Campbell Ave. will be closed at the bridge and S. Main Ave. will be closed at the bridge.  These two roads will most likely be closed in late July and most likely remain closed through the 1st semester.  We will try and keep everyone informed as updates are released to us.


9th Grade Students

The 9th grade orientation is scheduled for Thursday, August 12th at 6:00 p.m., after the Family Fair, in our auditorium.  The auditorium is at the east end of the building on Campbell Street. The schedule is as follows:

Students will be allowed to pick up schedules in the auditorium prior to orientation between 5:30 and 6:00 that evening.  Please be advised that students will not be given a schedule if there are financial obligations from middle school.   The financial secretary will be here that evening to collect fines, etc.

Student Information System (eSchoolPlus)

Parents will be able to access student information from home / work using our new information system eSchoolPlus via the internet.  The new system is similar to the previous system, but with some minor differences.  The parent logon information will not be available at the beginning of the school year.  However, we will provide the necessary information for logon procedures as it becomes available.   Thank you for your patience.

Student Identification Badges

All high school students in the Springfield Public Schools are required to wear identification badges.  These badges serve a variety of purposes; they can be used like a debit card system in our school cafeteria as a method of paying for breakfast or lunch, as well as the way to borrow books from the Parkview library.  

Students will be issued a total of 2 badges at no cost throughout the school year.  If a badge is damaged, lost, or forgotten more than 2 times, it will be the student’s responsibility to replace the ID and lanyard at a cost of $5.00.  



Student Parking

There are no assigned spots for parking. See enclosed information sheet.


Unpaid Fines/Charges

Outstanding charges (book fines, library fines, athletic equipment, etc.) should be paid before registration.  Students must have met all financial obligations before receiving a schedule, parking permit or locker.  The office hours are 7:30 a.m.-3:30 p.m. 


Student Activity Tickets

Student Activity Tickets are on sale in the financial services office.  The $10.00 ticket allows students to attend all Parkview athletic events (held in the city) for the entire school year.  These passes are not good for tournaments; however, they are a real bargain!


Viking Endeavor

Each student at Parkview is assigned an Endeavor block in their schedule. This is a required block of time that students may use for make-up work, receive extra help from teachers, use the library and computer labs, meet college and armed services recruiters, and meet with their counselors.  Assemblies are also scheduled during Endeavor. 
 

Bell Schedule

The first day for classes will be Tuesday, August 24th.  SCHOOL BEGINS AT 8:00 A.M. AND ENDS AT 2:50. Classes will be on an alternating eight block schedule.  School will start on the GREEN Schedule, August 24th  - blocks are 1-4-5-7.

Student Dress

According to the Springfield Public Schools Student Handbook 

· Strapless tops, backless tops, and tops with revealing necklines are not to be worn in the school building.
· Visibly showing of one’s underwear will not be allowed in the building.
· Wearing tops that show the bare midriff will not be worn in the school building.
· Pants should be worn at the waist and not allowed to sag.
· Big/Tall t-shirts that exceed the length of a person’s hands resting to the side will not be allowed.
· Chains attached at pants are not to be worn.
· No hats are to be worn in the building

In accordance with school board policy, articles of clothing with reference to tobacco, alcohol, and drugs are not permitted.  In addition, clothing which may be interpreted as 
demeaning or sexually offensive may not be worn (i.e., Big Johnson clothing, COED
